Write a program in C++ that allows the copying, concatenating, and displaying of files.    The program should use a menu similar to the following:
1) Copy File

2) Concatenate Files

3) Display File

4) Exit

The Copy File option should ask for two file names from the user, a source file and a destination file.  If the source file does not exist, an error should be printed and return to the menu.  If the destination file exists, the user should be asked if they want to overwrite the existing file.  If yes, do the copy, if no, then return to the menu.
The Concatenate Files option is similar, except that three file names must be given: two source file names and a destination file.  If either of the source files do not exist, then an error should be printed and return to the menu.  If the destination file exists, the user should be asked again whether to overwrite the file.

The Display File option requires a single filename. If the file does not exist, print an error and return to the menu. Otherwise, display the contents of the file and return to the menu.
