Option 1:

Option 2:
Pick a topic about operating systems and write at least two pages about the topic.  Do some research, including some outside of the book.  Topic must be approved by me prior to turning it in.

Possible topic include: real-time systems, threading models, inter-process (IPC) communication, scheduling, etc.

Example: Pick real-time systems, discuss the different types of systems and goals.  Discuss the different real-time systems that are in use and how they are different.

Option 3:
Write a c++ program to do random access I/O.  This requires some sort of database file, and the use of the seek function to retrieve records. Minimally, the program must request which record to retrieve from the user, then display the record on the screen.  For more credit, the user should be allowed to add records to the file.
